ANTICIPATORY SET

Includes the motivation and introduction of your lesson; it is the attention getter for the lesson. This gets the attention of the students and generates interest by creating a need to know. 
Characteristics:

1. Link past experience or learning

2. Involve all students to think and respond

3. Relevant to the new objective

 *Example of a properly written instructional Objective:
     When given nine Styrofoam balls, each labeled to represent a planet, and a basketball
     on the table to represent the Sun (condition), the child (audience) will correctly place the
     Styrofoam balls in order as the planets are from the Sun (the measurable performance), 
     with 80 percent accuracy (the criterion).

ACTIVITY: The learner will recall and list the three 
branches of government with 100% accuracy.

ACTIVITY: ACTIVE PARTICIPATION DILLEMA
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CHECKING FOR UNDERSTANDING

Definition: A way to acquire immediate

feedback from students. 

Attributes:

1. It can be used throughout the lesson.

2. Informal

CLOSURE
Definition:

An activity placed anywhere in the lesson in which the students have an opportunity to consolidate or organize what has been learned.

Closure is done by the students, not the teacher. 

Examples:

Before we end our lesson today, take 30 seconds and think about 2 things you learned about the plates of the earth.
